No, that's not the name of a new
beverage. It's the Snowline Community Club Annual
Meeting. This year it will be held on October 21%,
mark your calendars, plan to attend and participate in
spirited and lively discussion.

PRESI DENT6S MESSAGE

As we reach the end of summer, it's time to prepare
for the many winter activities available in the
Snowline area. While we are best known for our
skiing, winter recreation activities for all ages and
levels of experience are all around us.

At last year's AGM, much of the discussion was
about liability insurance and business use within the
community. The board was asked to further
investigate both and that has been done. Also

completed this year were changes to our proxy system,
recycling evaluation, and other activities which will be
reported on by specific committees.

Liability Insurance

The short answer on our Snowline Community Club
liability insurance coverage is our agent feels we are
well covered and recommended few changes.
Comparisons were made to other similar policyholders
and although our agent would be happy to sell us
additional insurance, he doesn’t feel it's necessary.

With respect to liability coverage and managed rentals,
Mt. Baker Lodging has added Snowline as an additional
insured on their liability policy which provides an extra
layer of insurance protection. We are also a certificate
holder with them which allows us to receive policy
change or renewal notifications. Mt. Baker Lodging



manages the largest volume of seasonal rentals in
Snowline (over 90% of seasonal rentals) and | want
to thank them for their cooperation in working with us
in providing answers and a measure of closure to part
of the liability issue.

For those who choose to rent out their cabins on their
own, either long term or seasonal, we encourage you
to obtain proper insurance coverage and declare your
property as a rental. Should an insurance incident
occur, your coverage could be invalidated if usage
was not properly disclosed. Snowline, at present,
does not have a means of monitoring private
insurance.

Business Use

The topic of business use within Snowline was a
spirited discussion at last year's meeting. The board
was asked to further explore what constitutes a
business, should some soft business usage be
allowed, and what would some of the affects be.
After much discussion with our legal counsel, the
answer was a clear “make no changes”. We were
advised that to allow some businesses would require
extensive document changes, difficult and very
challenging enforcement issues, and in the case of
other associations allowing it, often a source of legal
confrontations.

Based on advice from legal counsel, the Board
recommends no changes and that Snowline stay with
a clear “No Business Use” policy. As a reminder to
all owners and effective with the discussion and vote
at the 2005 AGM, no businesses are allowed to
operate within Snowline with the exception of the one
B&B.

From the Boardroom

Other items of interest will be included in committee
reports. One of specific interest, | urge you to give
some thought to our clubhouse and how it's used.
Four years ago we sought direction from the
membership on our facilty usage and possible
changes. The only clear answer was you wanted a
new floor (67%), and we did that. Now what’s next?
The previous survey was inconclusive on updating
our facility (51% for, 49% no or no opinion). Our
membership has grown and changed in the past few
years, and we again are asking for your input. The
board is proposing funds be appropriated for a
professional evaluation of repair/remodeling needs of
our current structure vs. new construction/design
costs. Discussion will be part of the AGM agenda.

Foreclosures

| am happy to report that we have no owners with
current long-term account delinquencies.
Foreclosure proceedings have resulted in 3 of 4
property debts satisfied by the owners (including legal
fees), and one near the end of the foreclosure

process. We thank all owners who pay in a timely
manner, and hope the foreclosure message will
discourage future long-term account delinquencies.

UNSIGHTLY CONDITIONS

There were a number of complaints received this past
year concerning unsightly conditions on several lots.
We would like to address the following specific points.

Snowmobiles: Storage of snowmobiles may be
permitted on lots in Snowline in order for owners to
enjoy winter recreation activities (i.e., only permitted
during the winter snow/ski season - November 1st to
March 31st), provided they are neatly covered and
placed as discreetly as possible on lots in Snowline.
Snowmobiles stored must be registered to the
Snowline lot owner or their rental tenant, and a
maximum of two (2) snowmobiles per lot are allowed.
No storage of snowmobiles shall be allowed under
any other conditions.

Utility, Snowmobile and other Trailers, Ancillary
Equipment: Not permitted to be stored on lots in
Snowline, except for snowmobiles stored on their
own trailers during the winter season as noted above.

Propane Tanks, other visible items: It is very
difficult to enforce screening/shielding of propane
tanks given that a large % of lots in Snowline also
have piles of wood, gravel, soil, etc. covered with
tarps of various colors or other material which are not
exactly native/natural camouflage. However, as noted
in the last Newsletter, all owners are required to
maintain their lots in a sightly and neat condition. We
also encourage owners to screen, cover, or otherwise
camouflage their propane tanks from both common
and neighboring properties.

RECYCLING CENTER PROPOSED

Recycling saves energy, water and landfill space and
reduces pollution. Recycling one aluminum can saves
95% of the energy it took to produce it; enough
energy to power your television for three hours.
Recycling one ton of paper saves 17 trees, 6953

gallons of water, 463 gallons of oil, 587 pounds of air
pollution, 3.06 cubic yards of landfill space and 4077
kilowatt hours of energy.

This past year Jeremy Standen (Lot 35) has been
researching and developing a proposed plan to
reintroduce a recycling program in Snowline. The
proposed program seeks to address the problems
encountered in our first attempt a decade ago;
problems that lead many to never want to attempt it
again. People threw their garbage into the recycling
bins. The bins filled up and spilled over. The mess and
the odor were terrible and cleaning up the mess was
extremely unpleasant and time consuming. SSC
collects recycling in this area every two weeks. There
were not enough bins to contain two weeks worth of
recycling.

Proposed Recycle Center Layout The proposed new
program includes a
locked recycling
enclosure, next to
the trash compactor,

that can be
accessed with the
compactor key.

Access to the
recycling bins will be
no easier than
access to the
compactor, making it
Gas less likely that they
13 will be used for trash
disposal. Rules
posted at the recycling center will make it clear that it is
to be used only for recycling and is to be kept clean.
The center will be large enough to accommodate the
bins necessary to store two weeks of community
recycling.

Rental cabins managed by Mount Baker Lodging will
participate in the program when rental tenants
appropriately sort their recyclables. Unsorted garbage
will continue to be placed in the compactor. If we
recycle the typical 33% of our solid waste, SSC
estimates that we will save from $1,800.00 to $2,100.00
on our garbage bill.

The costs of construction are estimated to run between
$7,300.00 and $12,500.00. This is a decision that
requires the support and commitment of Snowline
Community members. As part of that commitment, we
will need a small number of volunteers to monitor and
tend the center. Jeremy has volunteered to do this, but
there will have to be others. The proposal will be
brought before the AGM for a decision. Please be
prepared to discuss it.
