UPDATE: FACILITIES/CLUBHOUSE PROJECT  

  
Continuing the activities outlined in the Spring and 
Summer 2007 Newsletters, the Facilities Committee has 
been busy!   
  
Further to distributing the opinion survey and collating 
the responses, which requested updates to the 
shower/washroom/change room facilities and expansion 
of the Assembly/Hall space, the Facilities Committee 
also incorporated an updated kitchen/food preparation 
area, a fitness area, and a PA system to improve 
acoustics for the Annual General Meeting and other 
meetings into the Assembly Hall. In addition, the 
outdoor/BBQ space will be improved.  
  
Woods Design Studio in Bellingham has prepared floor 
plans and schematic design drawings that give an idea 
of how all these improvements will look. (Note that these 
are conceptual drawings, and at this stage they do not 
show exact details of what the final design will be.) As 
promised, these renderings of the planned renovation/ 
expansion will be posted in the Clubhouse from 
September 15, 2007 for review by owners at their 
leisure. Please take a few minutes to look at these 
drawings, so you can have your comments and 
questions regarding the improvements ready for the 
Facilities Committeeôs presentation at the October 20, 
2007 AGM, when the membership will vote on how to 
proceed.

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RECYCLING CENTER COMPLETED 
 

   
 
The Snowline Recycling Center opened on July 13

th
 and 

was promptly put to use. On the evening of July 20
th
, 

Rodd Pemble from Sanitary Services Company 
presented recycling information to several interested 
Snowline members at our opening event.  Susie Smith 
won the door prize of three recycle bins. 

 
There has been heavy 
participation in the new 
recycling program and as a 
result tons of reusable 
material has been diverted 
from the waste stream and 
from our compactor. We 
donôt yet know the exact 

impact the recycling program will have on our waste 
disposal charges but we hope to have a net savings.  
 
Learning to Recycle in Snowline: 
 
We know that everyone entering the center does so 
wanting to do the right thing. Some members have not 
heeded the posted rules for recycling. What recycles 
and the manner in which it is sorted in Whatcom County 
are different from the programs many of us are used to 
in the Lower Mainland and the greater Puget Sound.  
Details are included in a separate brochure available in 
the clubhouse.  Here are some important points to 
remember: 
¶ Please follow the posted directions. 

¶ Please sort recyclables into the appropriate bins. 

¶ If the bins for any category are full, Please recycle 
those items elsewhere or place them in the compactor 
next door.  

¶ Please do not deposit plastic bags in any bin. 

¶ Please do not deposit any plastics except plastic 
bottles with necks. 

¶ Please rinse residue from cans and bottles. 

¶ Please crush cans and plastic bottles to make more 
space in the bins. Remove and discard lids. 

¶ Please do not deposit bags or boxes in the Cans and 
Bottles Bin. 

¶ Please do not deposit napkins or tissue paper. 

¶ Please do not deposit garbage or food contaminated 
items. 

¶ Please clean up after yourself, especially if broken 
glass or garbage is involved. A broom and dustpan 
has been provided for this purpose. 

 
The more members heed these directions, the less 
volunteer time will be required to re-sort bins and clean 
up in the Center.  Thanks for your participation and your 
help in making this a successful recycling effort! 
 
WINTER RECREATION STORAGE 
 
This year we are again allowing temporary storage of 
snowmobiles during the Winter recreation season only.  
As a reminder, the following guidelines apply: 
 
Snowmobiles:  Storage of snowmobiles may be 
permitted on lots in Snowline in order for owners to 
enjoy winter recreation activities (i.e., only permitted 
during the winter snow/ski season - November 1st to 
March 31st), provided they are neatly covered and 
placed as discreetly as possible on lots in Snowline. 
Snowmobiles stored must be registered to the Snowline 
lot owner or their rental tenant, and a maximum of two 
(2) snowmobiles per lot are allowed. No storage of 
snowmobiles shall be allowed under any other 
conditions. 
 
Utility, Snowmobile and other Trailers, Ancillary 
Equipment:  Not permitted to be stored on lots in 
Snowline, except for snowmobiles (maximum of 2) 
stored on their own trailers (maximum length 15 feet) 
during the winter season as noted above. 
 
PROPANE TANK SCREENING 
 

Did you know that you could bury your propane tank?  
As noted in earlier newsletters and in our bylaws, all 
owners are encouraged to screen, cover, or otherwise 
camouflage their propane tanks from both common and 
neighboring properties.  Having your tank below ground 
can be the perfect solution to an unsightly tank in your 
yard.  For additional information, you may contact our 
Resident Manager.
