SPRING CLEAN UP 
 
Is your sofa sagging or your bedsprings sprung?  As an 
extra service to the Snowline community, this year we 
will sponsor a Spring Clean-Up Week.  The dates have 
been set and it will run June 16

th
 through June 24

th
. 

There will be a large refuse collection container placed 
in the parking lot area near the bulletin board.  
Acceptable items include most of the usual household 
clutter such as old furniture, beds, barbecues (w/o 
propane tank), carpet, etc.  Disposal rules are similar to 
those normally followed within cities.  If you have a 
questionable item, please contact Chuck Soles for 
additional information. 
 
Items not acceptable in the refuse container are 
hazardous waste, yard pesticides, paints and solvents, 
and white goods such as refrigerator, freezer, water 
tank, etc.  However, we have made arrangements with 
an independent recycling company who will pick up 
white goods (appliances, water tanks, etc.) at the end of 
the clean up period.  White goods may be placed in an 
area adjacent to the refuse container.   
 

DO NOT Put White Goods in the Refuse Container 

 
We will not be able to accept construction debris from 
Snowline construction projects. Usable construction 
items may be donated to the RE Store in Bellingham. 
The store is located at 2309 Meridian Street; Phone: 
360.647.5921. Donations are tax deductible. 
 
UNSIGHTLY CONDITIONS 
 
We continue to receive complaints about the 
appearance and condition of some Snowline lots.  These 
complaints relate to various issues generally concerning 
excessive and exposed storage of personal items, 
unused construction materials and waste, etc., all 
creating unsightly conditions. 
 
Snowline has issued a number of letters to those lot 
owners providing notice of their violations of the 
Snowline Community Club Covenants. We would like to 
take this opportunity to remind all lot owners that we, as 
owners (whether owner occupied or rented), are fully 
responsible to ensure that our properties are maintained 
in a clean, orderly condition at all times and kept free of 
litter, junk, containers, equipment, trailers, etc. in 
accordance with our covenants.  
 
On a trial basis, last fall the Board authorized the 
temporary storage of snowmobiles and associated 
trailers during the winter recreation season. The past 
five months were a trial period and a relaxation of our 
rules specifically for winter recreation activities. The 
deadline for removal was March 31

st
, and we ask your 

immediate cooperation in removing all snowmobiles and 
trailers from Snowline property.  We intend to review the 
benefit and cooperation received before next fall, with 
the intent being the possible continuation of storage 
during the winter recreation season only.

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TREASURER’S REPORT 
 
In recent years the Board of Directors has actively 
pursued collection of delinquent accounts.  Foreclosure 
proceedings resulted in the settlement of past due 
accounts.  It is our plan to continue this collection 
process in order to avoid severely delinquent accounts. 
    
We thank our members who have promptly paid their 
2007 annual dues and other charges.   As a reminder to 
those members who have accounts that are over 90 
days past due, the Board has discretionary powers to 
invalidate gate access cards for non-payment of any 
assessed fees.  In fairness to those who pay their dues 
and other charges on time as required, we will take this 
action regardless of the amount owing.

POOL OPENING 
 
What better way to start off the summer season at 
Snowline than with a dip in the pool with a beautiful view 
of Church Mountain!  Scheduled opening is Saturday 
May 26

th
, the US Memorial Day weekend. Pool opening 

activities are weather dependent and as a result are 
often delayed into June.  After Memorial Day weekend, 
the pool will be open weekends only, weather permitting, 
until mid June, when the weather warms and the schools 

begin letting out for the summer.  Look for information 
posted near the pool and clubhouse in late May for any 
updates regarding the opening date.   
 
 
ADOPT-A HIGHWAY 
 
The Snowline Community Club participates in the Adopt-
a Highway program to keep Highway 542 clean from 
milepost 33, just west of Glacier, to milepost 35, just 
east of Snowline. This spring’s cleanup will take place 
on Saturday morning, May 5

th
, 2007.  Volunteers will 

meet across the highway from the Snowline entrance in 
the old Chandelier parking lot at 9:00 a.m.  Reflective 
vests and garbage bags and a limited number of pick-up 
tools will be furnished. The total pickup time will not 
exceed 2 hours and will be much quicker with more 
volunteers.

DOG CONTROL 
 
Over the past several years owner complaints regarding 
dogs have been on the increase.  We remind all dog 
owners that pets must be under their control at all times 
within the Snowline boundaries, and be respectful of the 
rights of property owners as well.  Picking up after your 
pet is a chore no one enjoys, but it is required at all 
times. 
 
In an effort to promote this task that many pet owners 
ignore, Snowline will be installing pet stations which will 
include a dispenser with bags for waste pick up and a 
receptacle for waste disposal.  We ask that all pet 
owners pick up after their dog and dispose of pet waste 
properly. 
 

RECYCLING CENTER IS UNDERWAY 
 
Construction will be completed this spring on Snowline’s 
new Recycling Center as approved at the last AGM. We 
are taking care to make the Center as aesthetically 
pleasing as possible, since it will be located at the 
community entrance.   Watch for posted notices of the 
Grand Opening!
